and sometimes my ability to handle the stresses of traveling.
However, my eye sight is 20/20 which is good for my age and my
doctor says my heart is in good shape as well. I am also glad to say
that by God’s grace I am 25 years free of the cancer that was
detected in 1999.

More importantly spiritually I still remain in fellowship with
the Lord. That relationship was established in 1969, but it wasn’t
until the spring of 1971 that I determined to stay in closer
fellowship with the Lord—moment by moment—confessing my
sins when He brought them to my attention, turning from them
and trusting Him to fill me with his Spirit to live and minister.
That hasn’t stopped.

As I have sought the Lord about the future He has indicated
that I should begin a process of semi-retiring from my duties as
executive director of Academic Connections. I believe He has
given me the desires of my heart and these have not changed. The
plan is to keep doing what I'm doing without diminished spirit or
enthusiasm, that is, I will continue aiming to enlist Christian
university faculty in the cause of Christ world-wide.
